Call to order:  Chairman Niebuhr called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. 

Roll Call: Mark Niebuhr, Bob Acker, Roxann Brue, Lloyd Simpson, Rose Leckwee, Jeff Lybeck and 

Angela Redington. Also present Tom Leckwee. 

Approval of Minutes: May 1, 2018 minutes were approved. 

Business:   

Camp Rest trees: Niebuhr reported that Greg Falk has repaired his bucket truck and can now work 

on taking down trees at Camp Rest and other areas. Lloyd Simpson will be Falk’s contact.   

Camp Perry beach: Niebuhr stated that the beach needed sand and the commission had gotten in 

from Greg Falk Simpson also requested sand at Camp Rest beach area. Niebuhr will contact Falk 

and check on getting sand. Lybeck mention concerns on lawn furniture left at Camp Perry. 

Town Pier updates: Discussion on pier with bench whether to repair or just remove bench. Lybeck 

got quotes for piers from 3 vendors; Manke, Dino Docks and Hillenbrand. The cost of a 4X24 pier with 

galvanize steel ranged from $2356.00 to $2816.00  Options of composite decking instead of wood 

and commercial versus residential. There was discussion on getting floating piers for the problem 

accesses.  Saddle Road access needs to have access designated. 

Willow tree on Tipperary: Discussion on having work day to remove the tree and clean up.  Niebuhr 

will get a quote to have tree removed. 

Second Street access: Niebuhr reported that the corner pins have been found and the commission 

will install cedar post to show where the landing is.   

Charles Street access: Niebuhr reported that the Town Board will have this on the agenda for the 

July 12 meeting.  

Beach Garden: Kristen Anderson, Columbia County, is on vacation till July 15th so no information. 

Town Well site: Lybeck is meeting with Terry Dorshorst since he has information.  

Backboard replacement Dekorra Park: Discussion replacing backboard with fiberglass versus 

wood, need cost. 

Dog Park:  Simpson has purchased 2 containers and bags.  Simpson put one up at Camp Rest and 

the other is for the dog park. Camp Perry and Happy Hollow could use ones also, 

Next meeting:  August 13 at 7 at Camp Perry for 2019 budget items.
